One of the greatest entrepreneurs of the 20th century isn’t very well known today, but she ought to be. She was born Sarah Breedlove in the southern US in 1867, and she was one of the first American women to become a millionaire. 
Breedlove’s early life was not easy. Her African-American parents had been slaves, and they struggled to get by. As a young woman, Breedlove had a skin condition that caused her to lose much of her hair. This inspired her to work on a cure. Experimenting at home, she started creating her own hair-care products. Her talent attracted the attention of a major cosmetics company, which hired her as a saleswoman in 1905. 
Breedlove continued to develop her inventions and later started her own corporation. Changing her name to “Madam C.J. Walker” because she liked how it sounded, she opened a factory in 1908. With the help of her husband, who worked in advertising, she began advertising her products nationwide. In addition, she hired hundreds of African-American saleswomen to demonstrate and sell her products. Besides earning huge profits, the Walker Company promoted a positive image of black women at a time when racist attitudes were much more common than they are today. Thus, Walker became a hero and role model for millions of black women.
When she died in 1919, she left one-third of her money to her daughter and the rest to various charities. Her home in New York has been officially made a National Historic Landmark, and she is considered the first African-American woman to become a self-made millionaire.
