	Our organization, the Animal Protection Fund (APF), is suing the city of Fairville over allegations of criminal animal abuse at the Grand Park Zoo, a private zoo which receives public funding. The city is illegally using tax money to support animal cruelty. We demand that the city government either improve conditions at the zoo immediately or shut it down completely. 
	The zoo’s three elephants had been living in the wild in Thailand before being captured and brought to Fairville. The elephants are now forced to live in a fenced area with no trees. Its hard surface has been causing severe injuries to their feet and legs, as well as constant psychological distress. These elephants lack enough space to get proper exercise. A fourth elephant, named Hansa, died last year at the age of five, probably as a consequence of these alarming conditions. Because of that incident, Grand Park Zoo’s reputation with the Fairville public has been quickly deteriorating.
	We realize that elephants are popular attractions and therefore have been a source of profits for the Grand Park Zoo in the past. However, their welfare should outweigh any financial motivations. City authorities must act to enforce local laws against animal cruelty. “We must speak out for animals, since they cannot speak for themselves,” APF spokesman Matt Hodges told reporters today. “As it is cruel to keep animals imprisoned, the APF’s ultimate objective is to have zoos abolished,” Hodges said. “Until then, it is imperative that they obey the law and stop exploiting the animals in their care.”
Stand up for the Grand Park Zoo’s elephants! What you can do:
· Refuse to visit the zoo until the legal case has been resolved.
· Donate to the Animal Protection Fund to help us achieve justice for these innocent animals.
