	to give a description of something to someone
	Call me if you have anything to report.

	source
	n.
	a person, book, or document that supplies you with information
	The Internet is a good source for information when doing research papers.

	inform
	v.
	to tell someone facts or information
	Please inform us of any changes of address.

	persuade
	v.
	to make someone do or believe something
	I tried to persuade him, but he wouldn't listen.

	accurate
	adj.
	correct and true in every detail
	Newspapers provide citizens with accurate news.

	supply
	n.
	the process or system by which something is provided to a person, place, etc.
	The average supply of water will decrease.

	escape
	v.
	to get away from something that is difficult or unpleasant
	The criminal had escaped from prison.

	overflow
	n.
	the amount of something that goes over a limit
	There is an overflow of population in the city.
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	surround
	v.
	to be completely around something
	The police surrounded the house.

	cash
	n.
	money in the form of notes and coins
	He paid for the groceries with cash.

	transform
	v.
	to change something completely, usually in a good way
	In the movie I watched last weekend, cars transformed into robots!

	transmit
	v.
	to pass something from one person or place to another
	Telegraphs are able to transmit messages to another telegraph.

	transaction
	n.
	a business action such as buying or selling something
	The bank processes hundreds of transactions each day.

	convenient
	adj.
	allowing you to do something easily
	Using a microwave oven is a convenient way to cook.

	launch
	v.
	to start something
	The designer launched a new product at this year's fashion show.

	equipment
	n.
	the tools or machines that you need to do a particular activity
	They packed equipment for their camping trip.

	financial
	adj.
	relating to money or the management of money
	I took the job for financial reasons. The job itself doesn't interest me at all.

	dramatically
	adv.
	in a great and sudden way
	The relationship between my friend and I has changed dramatically.
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	blade
	n.
	the flat, sharp part of a knife, tool, or part of a machine
	The skater’s blades made a figure eight on the ice.

	gear
	n.
	a part of a machine that causes another part to move
	There are tiny gears in my watch.

	facility
	n.
	a place or building used for a particular activity
	The apartment building had a recreational facility that included a weight room and indoor swimming pool.

	install
	v.
	to put a piece of equipment somewhere and connect it so that it is ready to be used
	You must install this program before you can begin the computer.

	wind turbine
	n.
	a tall structure that uses wind to make electricity
	People have learned how to build wind turbines to turn wind energy into electric power.

	wind farm
	n.
	an area of land with a group of energy-producing machines
	We live near the wind farm.

	engineer
	n.
	someone whose job is to design or build roads, machines, etc.
	My mother is a capable engineer.

	manufacturing
	n.
	the business of producing goods in large numbers
	Steve works at a manufacturing company.

	cord
	n.
	an electrical wire with a protective covering
	The telephone cord was very long.

	foundation
	n.
	a stone or concrete structure that supports a building from underneath
	First they laid the foundations, and then they built the walls.
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	relative
	n.
	an animal or plant that is related to another, similar animal or plant
	Which animal is the closest relative of dinosaurs?

	jellyfish
	n.
	a sea animal with a round, transparent body
	Be careful because a jellyfish can give a person a painful sting.

	organism
	n.
	an animal, plant, human, or any other living thing
	Every living organism needs some kind of food to survive.

	colony
	n.
	a group of animals or plants of the same type that live together
	It has been shown, that a larger bee colony will produce relatively more honey.

	stem
	n.
	a center part of something from which other parts can grow
	The tree’s stem carries water and nutrients from the roots to the leaves.

	reproduce
	v.
	to make or give birth to young plants or animals
	These fish swim a long way up the river to reproduce.

	mysterious
	adj.
	strange or not known
	UFOs are mysterious flying objects.

	creature
	n.
	anything that is living, such as an animal, fish, or insect, but not a plant
	Squirrels, rabbits, and other creatures live in the forest.

	pressure
	n.
	the weight or force that is produced when something presses or pushes against something else
	They will use water pressure to clean the dirt off the roof.

	fragile
	adj.
	easily damaged, broken, or harmed
	His fragile body suffered many injuries, so he quit football.
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	diameter
	n.
	a straight line from one side of a circle to the other side, passing through its center
	She drew a circle with a diameter of 15 inches.

	circumference
	n.
	the distance or measurement around the outside of a circle or any round shape
	The circumference of the Earth is obviously much larger than the Moon’s.

	digit
	n.
	any one of the ten numbers 0 to 9
	The amount of money the man agreed to pay for the house is a ten digit number.

	celebrate
	v.
	to do something special for an important event, occasion, holiday, etc.
	How do people celebrate New Year in your country?

	represent
	v.
	to speak, act, or be present officially for another thing, person, or people
	Who will represent us at the meeting next week?

	navigation
	n.
	the science of finding a way from one place to another
	I learned that all cars will have a navigation system. It's like a computerized compass.

	characteristic
	n.
	a noticeable quality of someone or something
	The two groups of children have quite different characteristics.

	ratio
	n.
	a relationship between two amounts
	The elementary school has a low teacher-student ratio.

	practical
	adj.
	appropriate or suited for actual use
	This textbook is very practical.

	location
	n.
	a particular place, especially in relation to other areas
	We went to our secret location for a picnic.
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	fraction
	n.
	a number such as ¹/2 or 3.23 which contains a whole number and a part of another number, or is less than a whole number
	A fraction is a number that represents part of a whole.

	numerator
	n.
	the number above the line in a fraction
	In the fraction 4/7, 4 is the numerator.

	denominator
	n.
	the number below the line in a fraction
	Let’s find the common denominator.

	divide
	v.
	to calculate how many times one number contains a smaller number
	We divided the cake into 8 pieces.

	percent
	adv.
	for, or out of, every 100
	Ella agrees with him a hundred percent.

	interest
	n.
	money paid to you by a bank for keeping your money there
	We have to pay the bank some interest every month.

	account
	n.
	an arrangement with a bank to keep money
	After I paid for the new car, my bank account was nearly empty.

	express
	v.
	to show a feeling, opinion, or fact
	I would like to express my appreciation for this award.

	reduce
	v.
	to become or make something become smaller in size, amount, degree, etc.
	I would like to reduce the amount of coffee I consume each day.

	compound
	adj.
	made up of two or more parts
	But did you know your bicycle is a compound machine?
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	exhibition
	n.
	an event of paintings, photographs, or other objects shown to the public
	I reserved two tickets to the Van Gogh exhibition!

	statue
	n.
	an object made from a hard material to look like a person or an animal
	This famous statue has been carved out of marble.

	sculpture
	n.
	an object made out of stone, wood, clay, etc.
	Greek sculpture is admired throughout the world.

	reality
	n.
	what actually happens or is true
	It was a relief to get back to reality after hearing the ghost story.

	imagination
	n.
	the ability to form pictures or ideas in your mind
	Most children have a very active imagination.

	creative
	adj.
	having or showing an ability to make new things or think of new ideas
	A creative writer usually produces many good stories.

	painting
	n.
	a picture made using paint
	The painting shows a young woman with a mysterious smile.

	influential
	adj.
	having a lot of power to affect the way someone or something behaves or thinks
	He was very influential in the field of genetic engineering.

	boring
	adj.
	not interesting or exciting
	This game is boring. Let’s play something more fun.

	scene
	n.
	a view or picture of a place
	The sheep grazing on the hillside made a peaceful scene.
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	academy
	n.
	a school that teaches a particular subject, or trains people for a particular job
	To join the police force, Maria had to go to a police academy.

	program
	n.
	a set of instructions put into a computer so that it does particular tasks
	There are many programs on his computer.

	technique
	n.
	a way of doing an activity by using special knowledge or skills
	Every chef has their own technique for preparing food.

	revolutionize
	v.
	to completely change something so that it is much better
	The introduction of personal computers revolutionized the way people communicate with one another.

	engaged
	adj.
	involved in something
	My parents are engaged in conversation.

	motivated
	adj.
	having a strong desire to do well or succeed in something
	Coaches often give inspirational speeches to help athletes stay motivated.

	entire
	adj.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]whole or complete; with nothing missing
	The entire cake was eaten by the hungry children.

	audio
	n.
	a recorded sound
	The audio of this video is really bad.

	dusk
	n.
	the time before it gets dark
	She came out of her house at dusk.

	n.
	information needed to understand someone or something
	I don’t know anything about her background.
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
