 Unit 9 Online Teaching Tips

Warm-Up
Look at the title of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the title: Examples include: How do you decide to be friends with someone? What can do you think a good friend is? What are some good places to make new friends? Do you think it is easy to find a really good friend? Discuss various ideas together. 

Extension Activity: Language Focus
1. Arrange the class into groups.  Give each group a number.
2. On the board write:  
SIMPLE  / COMPOUND / COMPLEX 
3. Tell the students you are going to read a sentence, and that you want them to say what kind of sentence it is. The students will listen to the sentence, discuss it with their group members and make a group decision. When they have decided, one student from the group will run to the board and stand by the sentence type their group has guessed. 
4. Write the group numbers on the side of the board to keep score. 
Each group that guesses the correct answer gets 1 point. 
At the end of the activity, the group with the most points is the winner.

Start with a practice round, with no points to be sure the students understand what to do. 

Sample conversation:
T: OK. Ready? Listen carefully. My father doesn’t like dogs. (x2)
Ss: (in groups) Is it simple? 
      There are no conjunctions. 
      There is no dependent clause. 
      OK. Tom. You go to ‘Simple’ on the board. 
      (Tom runs to ‘Simple’)
T: ‘My father doesn’t like dogs’ is a SIMPLE sentence.
    One point for group 1 and one point for group 3. Other groups, good luck next time.
    Ready?

Extension Activity: Writing
With the class, brainstorm some (4 or 5) simple sentences and write them on the board. Tell the students you want them to add their own ideas to the sentences to make compound or complex sentences. 
Give the students enough time to write new sentences. 
When they have finished writing, ask a few students to read some of their sentences. The rest of the class must say whether the new sentence is a compound sentence or a complex sentence.
