Listening Skills Assessment
How to Assess Students’ Listening Skills

Listening skills involve both comprehension and active listening. While it is challenging to assess active listening, the following chart acts as a guide for teachers when assessing a student’s competency in this area.
A competent and active listener:
-focuses attention on the speaker/audio files (is not reading something unrelated, is not talking to another student, is not looking out of the window etc.)
-may nod his/her head or use other body language to indicated comprehension and attention (looks interested and engaged)
-responds appropriately to dramatic or comedic moments in the communication with silence, laughter, or other relevant emotional response (visibly demonstrates comprehension)
This sheet assesses the observable traits of a listener who demonstrates active listening skills
