Unit 1 Why Are There Days and Seasons? 

It’s light outside. It’s dark outside. Why does this happen? The earth is round. It spins. 

We face the sun in the day. We face away from the sun at night. 

The earth also moves around the sun. This takes a year. From April to September, the 

northern half of earth faces the sun. So it’s warmer there. From October to March, the 

southern half faces the sun. Then it’s warmer there. This is why we have seasons. 

 

Unit 2 The Shape of the Earth 

It’s hard to see the shape of the earth. The ground looks flat and it feels flat. For a long 

time, people thought the earth really was flat. 

Around 500 BCE, Pythagoras looked at the moon. He saw that it is round. He thought 

the earth must be round, too. 

In 350 BCE, Aristotle tracked the stars. They showed that the earth is round. Later, 

scientists proved this is true. 

 

Unit 3 The Mystery of the Moon 

People like looking at the moon. In the past, people did it, too. They wondered what the 

moon is made of. Some people guessed, “Green cheese!” 

In 1969, people landed on the moon. The moon moves around the earth. The moon is 

big, but it’s smaller than the earth. It’s about 384,400 km away. 

We still have questions about the moon. But we know some things. For example, it's 

made of rock, not green cheese! 
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Unit 4 The Earth’s Blanket 

The earth is in danger! There are huge rocks in space. They are dangerous! The sun’s 

light is strong. It could hurt us. 

But don’t worry. The earth has an atmosphere. The atmosphere is the air around the 

earth. 

The atmosphere is like a blanket. It keeps the earth warm. It stops rocks. Rocks coming 

toward the earth burn in the atmosphere. We call them “shooting stars.” The atmosphere 

also makes sunshine safer for us. 

 

Unit 5 Art and Health 

How do you stay healthy? Do you exercise? Do you eat healthy food? Do you make art? 

Making art is good for you. It helps your brain. It helps you relax.  

Doctors often use art to help people. For example, people sometimes have bad dreams. 

And they’re not sure why. The doctor can ask them to draw the dreams. Then they discuss 

the pictures. This helps people understand their feelings. Then they feel better. 

 

Unit 6 Painting in the Air 

Art is changing. Artists are now using computers. Programs help artists create art with 

computers. 

Artists can paint in 3D. They see their art through a VR headset. They use special tools. 

The tools help artists make their art. It feels like they are painting in the air. 

People can see the art. They use their own computer. They use their own headset. They 

can walk around the art. They can even touch it. 
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Unit 7 Picasso’s Famous Painting 

Pablo Picasso was a famous painter. He is famous for his art style. 

In 1921, he painted two pictures. They are both called The Three Musicians. They show 

three men playing music. Their bodies look like puzzles. Their faces look strange. The 

colors are unusual.
