	The Olympic Games were probably the first of competitions of their kind, but many different sports were played in other countries long before the Greeks held their competition. Gymnastics were popular in China as long ago as 4000 BCE, as were javelin throwing, high jumping, and wrestling in ancient Egypt. A martial art called Zourkhaneh, polo, and jousting originated in Persia. The Romans even had a god, Hermes, who was the patron of athletics. More than 2,500 years ago, a game called hurling, which is similar to modern hockey, was played in Ireland; harpastum, a game like rugby, was played in Rome, and cuju, a game very like soccer, was played in China.
