Warm-Up
Look at the photo on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture: Examples include: What is the boy doing?  Does he look happy or sad? Do you like reading? What kinds of books do you enjoy? What is your favorite book? What book are you reading these days? Are you enjoying it? Why?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Are you…?
[bookmark: _GoBack]1. Choose several action verbs from units 1-3 (plus other verbs your students are familiar with) and write them on small slips of paper or cards (or see U1-3 Action Verbs for an easy to print sheet of verbs).
2. Divide the class into small groups or pairs, and give each group a pile of verb cards. 
3. The students should take it in turns to act out the verb on the card to their partner/group members. 
4. Group members will try to guess the action. Remind the students to use the present progressive by asking ‘Are you --ing? when they make their guess.

Sample conversation:
S1. (picks up a card) Look at me. What am I doing?
(starts miming)
S2: Are you studying?
S1: No, I’m not.
S3: Are you reading?
S1: Yes, that’s right. I am reading. 
S2: Ok, my turn.

Variation:
1. Give the students a couple of minutes to think of their own verbs.
2. Divide the class into small groups or pairs and have them act out their verbs to their partners/group members. 
3. As with the activity above, the group members should try to guess what the action is, making sure to use the present progressive. 

Extension Activity: Writing
Have students think of a job and the different duties this job involves. Students should then imagine they are now doing this job, and write 5-6 sentences to describe what they are doing. 

Sample writing
I am a police officer. I am wearing a blue uniform. I am standing outside. I am directing traffic. I am asking a driver to stop his car. Now I am writing a traffic ticket.
