 Unit 11 Online Teaching Tips

Warm-Up
[bookmark: _GoBack]Look at the photo on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture: Examples include: What is the boy doing? How often do you use a cell phone? What do you use your cell phone for? Are they any places you can’t use your cell phone? How do you feel when you see people using their cell phones in restaurants? On buses? Do you think it’s OK to use your cell phone in the movie theater? Do your parents call your cell phone to check what you are doing? What are some examples of rude behavior with cell phones?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Sentence Auction
1. Write three sentences on the board. These sentences should be similar. One will be correct, but the other two will be incorrect,
e.g. a) It is cold today.
       b) It is cold yesterday.
       c) Our is cold today.
Since Unit 11 eleven deals with pronouns, the mistakes should be with the use of pronouns. To save time, it is easier to use Power point, an OHP, or write the sentences on paper ahead of time to stick on the board.
2. Divide the class into teams. Bigger classes will have more teams. 
3. Tell each team that they have $1000. Keep track of the ‘money’ on the board:

4. Have one student from each team choose the sentence they think is correct. Another student from their team should decide how much ‘money’ they want to bet. If the students are sure that that their team has chosen the correct sentence, they will probably bet a higher amount. Students can NOT bet all their money on one turn. (The activity will finish very quickly if they do.)
Encourage team members to consult each other before betting.
Rotate the order in which teams give answers so that Team 1 is not first every time.
5. If the team has guessed the correct sentence, the amount of money they bet is added to their total.
E.g. If Team one bet $50 and chose the correct sentence, add $50. If Team 2 bet $100 and chose the wrong sentence, subtract $100:

6. Continue the activity until you run out of sentences. The winning team is the team with the most money at the end of the game.

Sample conversation:
T: Which sentence is correct:
1. The students did their home herselves.
2. The students did their homework themself.
3. The students did their homework themselves.
Team 1:
Student 1:  I choose (a).
Student 2: We bet $10
Team 2: 
Student 3: I choose (c).
Student 4: We bet $100.
Team 3:
Student 5: I also choose (c).
Student 6: I bet $120.
T: Thank you . The correct sentence is…(c)! Team 1 - Oh no, minus $10! Team 2 gets $100 and Team 3 gets $120. Well done. Now, which sentence is correct: 1….

Extension Activity: Writing
Write a descriptive passage with no pronouns. Go over the first couple of sentences with the class.
Have the students work in pairs and change appropriate words to pronouns. 
Sample passage
	John took John’s dog for a walk. John’s dog was a very naughty dog. John’s dog saw Mr. Smith’s cat. John’s dog started to chase Mr. Smith’s cat. The cat was scared and ran up a tree. Mr. Smith came out of Mr. Smith’s house because Mr. Smith could hear John’s dog barking. Mr. Smith wanted to know why John’s dog was making a lot of noise. John told Mr. Smith that Mr. Smith’s cat was in the tree. Mr. Smith started to shout at John. Mr. Smith was very worried. “This tree is very tall,” Mr. Smith said. “To be in a tall tree is very dangerous for a cat.” 
	Mr. Smith thought that Mr. Smith’s cat could not climb down from the tree by Mr. Smith’s cat’s self. John felt bad so John climbed the tree. Luckily John could reach the cat. John brought the cat down from the tree. The cat was fine.

(Possible answers:
John took his dog for a walk. His dog was a very naughty dog. It saw Mr. Smith’s cat. John’s dog started to chase Mr. Smith’s cat. It was scared and ran up a tree. Mr. Smith came out of his house because he could hear John’s dog barking. He wanted to know why John’s dog was making a lot of noise. John told him that his cat was in the tree. Mr. Smith started to shout at John. Mr. Smith was very worried. “This tree is very tall,” he said. “It’s very dangerous for a cat.”
	Mr. Smith thought that his cat could not climb down from the tree by itself. John felt bad so he climbed the tree. Luckily he could reach the cat. He brought it down from the tree. It was fine.)

Variation (more challenging)
Give the student a passage containing only pronouns. Read it together with the class. It will be clear that it is not always clear who or what is being referred to if we use only pronouns. Have the students rewrite the paragraph changing pronouns to nouns where appropriate. DO the first couple of sentences together with the class first.
Sample paragraph
He took it for a walk. It was a very naughty dog. It saw it. It started to chase it. It was scared and ran up it. He came out of it because he could hear it barking. He wanted to know why it was making a lot of noise. He told him that it was in the tree. He started to shout at him. He was very worried. “This is very tall,” he said. “To be in it is very dangerous.” 
	He thought that it could not climb down from the tree by itself. He felt bad so he climbed it. Luckily he could reach it. He brought it down from it. It was fine.

The paragraphs from the student book could also be adapted for this activity.
