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Warm-Up
Look at the photo on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture: Examples include: What is the boy doing?  Does he look happy or sad? Do you like reading? What kinds of books do you enjoy? What is your favorite book? What book are you reading these days? Are you enjoying it? Why?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
1. Elicit Wh- question words from the students and write them on the board. 
(who, what. when, where, why, how)
2. Next, either draw a sad face, or stick a picture of someone with a very expressive face on the board. Together with the students, elicit questions about this person using the wh- words already on the board. A variety of different questions will be possible, depending on your class. Write the questions on the board:
Sample questions:
Who is he/she?
What does he/she do?
When did she/d he wake up today?
Where is he/she from?
Why is he/she sad/angry etc.?
How old is he/she?
3. Put the students in pairs and have them take turns asking and answering these questions about the picture. Encourage them to use their imaginations. 
4. If there is time, have some of the students share their ideas with the class.

Sample conversation:
S1. Who is he?
S2: He is Sam Kim.
S1: Oh! What does he do?
S2: He works for a zoo, taking care of tigers.
S1: Really? When did he wake up today?
S2: He woke up at 11 am. He is a lazy man.
S1: I see. Where is he from?
S2: He is from Peru.
S1: Why is he so sad?
S2: He is sad because his girlfriend broke up with him.
S1: Ok, now you ask me questions.
S2: Who….

Extension Activity: Writing
Activity 1
Have the students write their answers to the questions in the Language Focus activity above. 

Activity 2
Ask the students about a TV program they have watched recently. Write  “What / Who / Why / When / Where / How” on the board. Ask the students to think about the TV show they saw, and to think of information about what happened on that show.  They should then write several sentences about the show, making sure to answer several of the Wh- question words. Give them some suggestions to get started, such as What is it about? What kind of show is it? Who are the main characters/stars of the program?
 Set a number of sentences that you want the students to write.
