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Teacher Materials
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Warm-Up
Look at the photo on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture: Examples include: What is the girl holding? What kind of picture is she holding? (Is it art, a cartoon, informational diagram, etc.?) What is the man in the picture doing? Why do you think he is doing that?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Running dictation
1. Prepare a set of simple directions for making a simple dish.  An example is provided below:
Directions for Easy French Toast (see also the ready to print version at the end of the Teaching Tips)
-Get two slices of soft bread, two eggs, and half a teaspoon of cinnamon.
-Beat the eggs and cinnamon in a bowl until they are mixed well.
-Dip the bread in the egg mix. 
-Be sure to cover the bread carefully. 
-Heat a pan with a little butter and place the bread in the pan.
-Turn the bread over so that both sides get nice and brown.
-Eat with maple syrup or honey.
2. There are now two options: 
Option 1
a. Divide the class into small groups and give a set of the directions to each group. The directions should be mixed up so they are not in the correct order. 
b. Have the students put the sentences in the correct order. When a group is done, the students should raise their hand so you can go over and check their work.

Option 2
a. Make one set of the directions and place them, sentence by sentence, around the classroom.
b. Next, put the students into pairs or small groups. Explain that one member of the group will run to find a sentence, remember it and then run back to tell the sentence to the other group members.  The other team members must write it down. The same student can run back and forward to the same sentences as many times as needed if it is difficult to remember it BUT can NOT write it down - he/she must communicate using speech. The students then swap roles, so a different student then runs to find a different sentence. The students should rotate the remembering/writing roles. This continues until the group has all 7 sentences.
3. When a group has all the sentences, they should try to put them in the correct order. Remind them to pay attention to the words for hints on the correct order. 
4. Monitor the groups and assist the groups as necessary. When about three-quarters of the class has finished, go over the directions together.

Sample conversation:
Option 1
S1: I think “Eat with maple syrup or honey,” is last, because it is about cooking.
S2. Right. You have to make it first, so eating is the last step.
S3: Is “ Get two slices of bread…” the first line?
S1: Yes, I think so.
S2. Ok, what’s next?
S3: Maybe it’s ‘Dip the bread…”?
S1. No, I don’t think so. 
S2:…

Option 2
S1: I’ll go first. Wait here. (Goes to read a sentence and returns) It says “Dip the bread in the egg mix.”
S2: (writing: Dip the…) Can you repeat that?
S1: Dip the bread in the egg mix.
S3: What does ‘dip’ mean?
S1: Um, it means to put it in.
S2: Are we ready for the next sentence?
S1,S3: Yes.
S2: I’ll go next. (Runs to read a different sentence)
(Once the students have gathered all the sentences, their conversation will resemble that in Option 1 above)

Extension Activity: Writing
Activity 1
Have the students write the directions from Language Focus above in a paragraph, adding their own ideas for topic and concluding sentences.

Activity 2
Ask the students to choose a simple dish they know how to make. Have them write directions for this dish.

For lower level students, provide a list of useful cooking related words on the board. 
Suggestions: cut, slice, fry, boil, grate, bake, mix
