 Unit 10 Online Teaching Tips

Warm-Up
Look at the photo on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture: Examples include: What can you see in the picture? Have you seen a bird like this before? How would you describe this bird? Do you think this bird can fly? This bird is a little unusual. What do you think might be special about this bird? Try to guess (don’t read yet). After reading, see how many of their ideas were correct. 

Extension Activity: Language Focus
On the board, write: 
Noun		Adjective		Adverb			Verb
With the class, brainstorm 5 or 6 words for each category.
E.g. 
dog  		fat			quickly			eat
computer	black			frequently		play

Tell the students to work with a partner and practice making sentences using these words in ANY combination they want. 
E.g. The black dog eats quickly.

 Emphasize that this is a speaking activity, but tell the students they should try to remember their sentences.
At the end of the activity, ask some of the students to share some of their ideas with the class.

Sample conversation:
S1: OK, elephant, dirty, slowly, play
S2: Let me think. The dirty elephant …
S1: How about ‘The dirty elephant plays slowly.’
S2: Yes, that’s good.

Extension Activity: Writing
Activity 1
Tell the students to choose 4 of the adverbs from the Language Focus activity above. They should write sentences about themselves, using the adverbs.

Activity 2
Write a noun on the verb. Tell the students to write 5 sentences using this noun plus a variety of adjectives and adverbs. Encourage the students to be creative and come up with imaginative sentences.  If some of the sentences don’t follow normal logic, that is fine.
E.g. Table
The table is brown. A cat suddenly jumps on the table. The brown table stands happily. An angry man hits the table. The shocked table silently cries.
(the noun given need not be the subject of the sentences)
Have the students to share some of their sentences with the class.
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
