 Unit 12 Online Teaching Tips

Warm-Up
Look at the title of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the title. Examples include: Do you like surprises? Why? When was the last time you surprised someone? How did they feel ? (happy, shocked, upset, etc.), What are some nice surprises? What kinds of surprises are not nice? When do people sometimes like to give surprises? (birthday, marriage proposal, to do something nice for someone). Have you ever been to a surprise party? How would you feel if your friends  held a surprise party for you?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Activity 1
Chain story 
1. Divide the class into teams. Have each team stand in a long line.
2. Have the students standing at the front of each line come away from their team (so that the rest of the team cannot hear).
3. Whisper a sentence to the students. 
4. Have the students go back to their team. They should whisper the sentence to the next student. 
5. This student will then whisper the sentence to the next student. This continues until the last team member has heard the sentence. 
6. The last student will run to the front of the room and write the sentence on the board using indirect speech. 
7. The last student now becomes the first student. Whisper a new sentence to this student and repeat the process. 
Once every student in one team has had a turn writing the sentence on the board, the activity is over. Encourage speed to keep an energetic pace.
Sample conversation:
T: Listen carefully. I saw three elephants on my way to school today.
S1: (to S2) Mr. Kim said (that) he saw three elephants on his way to school today.
S2: (to S3) He said/ Mr. Kim said (that) he saw three elephants on his way to school today.
S3: (to S4)…
S4: (to S5)…
S5: (goes to board and writes: He said he saw three elephants on his way to school today.

Variation
Give the students a sentence in indirect speech and have them pass it on as direct speech, with the last student writing it on the board with speech marks.
Sample conversation:
T: I said it was very hot yesterday.
S1: (to S2) It was very hot yesterday.
S2: …
S3: …
S4: …
S5: (writes on board: Mr. Kim said “It was very hot yesterday.”

Activity 2
What did they say?
1. Have each student think of a sentence about themselves or family. 
2. Give each student an interview sheet to record answers.  (see interview sheet for Unit 12 at the end of the Unit 12 teaching Tips)
3. Tell students they are going to talk to other students and record what they say on their interview sheet. Go over the example on the interview sheet with the class first. Tell them they should talk to 5 different students. They must ask each student: What’s new with you?  The student should reply with the sentence they thought of earlier. 
4. Students must write down the reply. Then they must write it properly as direct speech, then as indirect speech. 


Extension Activity: Writing
Activity 1
Have the students write the indirect speech from the Language Focus activity in a paragraph.  Give them a paragraph starter: 

	In class today, I spoke to five students. First I spoke to, __________________.She/He said, “___________.” Then, _____________

Have the students complete the paragraph. Encourage them to use transitional expressions. If needed, write a list of useful words on the board.

Activity 2
This is similar to the writing activity above, but does not need the interview stage. 
1. Have the students think of all the people they talked to before class.  Have them choose 5 people. If they did not talk to five people, tell them they can make up people.
2. Have the students think about (or imagine) what those people said.
3. Give the students a paragraph starter: 

Today, I spoke to five people before class. First, I spoke to ___________________. She/He said, “_____________”. Then,_________________
