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Warm-Up
Look at the photo on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture: Examples include: What kind of clothes is the girl wearing? (exercise clothes/casual clothes) What is she doing? (a yoga pose) Can you do what she is doing? Does she look happy or sad? 

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Ask the students what kind of things they do every day. Elicit answers and write them on the board as infinitives, e.g. brush teeth, go to school, study math, eat bread,
Now, write “Did you _________ yesterday? “on the board.
Ask the question to a couple of students using some of the verbs on the board. Encourage the students to reply using a full sentence. 

Sample conversation:
T: Did you brush your teeth yesterday?
S1. Yes.
T: (encouragingly) Yes, I…
S1: Yes, I did.
T: Good. Now can you make a longer sentence? Yes, I brush..?
S1: Yes, I brushed my teeth yesterday.
T: Great! S1 brushed her teeth yesterday.

Have the students interview other students by asking each other various ‘Did you..” questions using the verbs on the board and the Unit 2 Interview Sheet. Encourage the students to ask follow-up questions for more information, e.g. “What toothpaste did you use?”

Extension Activity: Writing

       2. I read a comic book. It was an exciting story.
       3. I ate pizza yesterday. It was very good.
       4. I helped my sister with her math homework. It was difficult to explain it to her.
