Unit 9 Online Teaching Tips
Warm-Up
Look at the picture on the first page of the unit with the students. Ask questions about the picture. Examples include:  What is this a picture of? Do you have a camera? Do you usually take pictures with a camera or a cell phone? Which is more convenient? What features do you think are important in a camera? 

Extension Activity: Language Focus
All About Us
1. Divide the class into groups of 4 students. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]2. Have them compare different aspects of their lives or about themselves, e.g. height, how far they live from school, how big their feet are, how long their hair is, how many people there are in their families, what time they get up etc.
3. After they have had time to talk and find out information about each other, they should write superlative sentences.  Tell them to make as many sentences as they can. 
4. Have the students share their sentences with the class. 
5. If there is time, have a ‘most of the most’ comparison. For example, take the student who is the tallest in each group. Have the class together make a sentence to describe the student who is the tallest of all the students:  Student 10 is the tallest in our class.

Sample Conversation
S1: Kang Byul, what time do you get up?
S2: At 6.30 a.m. How about you Jung-ho?
S3: I get up at 6.20 a.m.
S4: And I get up at 7:00 a.m.How about you, Min-hee?
S1: I usually get up at 6. 45. 
S2: So Jung-ho gets up the earliest. I’ll write it down.  What’s next?
S3: How tall?
S4: Good. I’m 140cm, how tall are you all?
S1:….

Extension Activity: Writing
The Class Awards
1. Have the students work in small groups or pairs. 
2. On the board, write a number of categories. Tell the students that they should also add two categories of their own. The categories should include positive things such as 
• the student with the nicest smile
• the friendliest student
• the hardest working student
• the best singer in the class
• the most humorous student
• the most talkative student
• the quietest student
3. In their groups, the students should decide which students in their class fit these categories. They should write sentences for each category and try to give reasons for their choices.
4. When the students have had enough time, ask some of the students to share their ideas, especially for the categories they thought of themselves. 

Sample writing
The student with the nicest smile is Lisa. She is always smiling. 
The friendliest student is Chul-ho, because everyone likes him. 
The sportiest student is Jack because he is the best at soccer and baseball. 
The quietest student is Mina because she doesn’t talk much in class.
The most humorous student is Sam or Chang-soo because they both tell really funny stories.
