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Warm-Up
 Look at the picture on the first page of the unit. Ask questions about the picture. Examples include:  How often do you watch television? What kinds of programs do you like? What is the best TV program these days? Why? Where do you usually watch TV? Do you use your computer to watch TV? Do you have a TV in your bedroom?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Find It
1.Prepare enough sentences that each student in your class can have half a sentence. It is fine if you use each sentence more than once, so that two students have the same sentence. 
2. Put the sentences on strips and divide each strip into two parts. (See the list of sentences at the end of the Unit 6 Teaching Tips.)
E.g.	 “Would you pass 			me that book with the green cover?”
3. Before you give the students their sentence parts, look at one example together on the board. Explain that they will each have part of a sentence and that they must find the student who has the other part of their sentence. 
5. Make sure the students understand that they cannot just walk around the room showing other students their strip without speaking. They MUST speak to each other in English during their search. 
Write and practice the following dialog on the board to help them use English during the activity:
Sample Conversation:
S1: Hello. My sentence part is an ending/ a beginning. How about yours?
S2: My sentence part is an ending. / beginning. 
S1: Then our parts cannot match. Thank you. / Then maybe our parts match. 
My part says “me that book with the green cover?”
S2. My part says “I am looking forward to...”/ My part says “Can you pass...”
S1: Oh, then they do not match. Thank you. / I think they match. Let’s sit down and write the whole sentence.
6. Give each student part of a sentence. Go over the correct sentences with the class when most of the students have found their match. 

Extension Activity: Writing
Guess the TV show!
1. Have the students work in pairs or small groups. 
2. Each pair (or group) should think of a TV program. They must not tell other groups the name of their program. 
3. Together, the students should write four or five sentences explaining the TV program they have chosen. 
4. When everyone is ready, the groups will read out their sentences to the class, and the other students must guess which TV program it is.
 
Sample writing
This program is on every day. It is a good way to learn about many things. It is on KBS. It gives true information. It is on at 9:00 p.m. What TV program is this?
Answer: KBS News 9 (KBS 뉴스9)
