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Warm-Up
 Look at the picture on the first page of the unit. Ask questions about the picture. Examples include:  
What is the boy doing? Do you think he is using his laptop for study or for fun? Why? What do you mostly use a computer for? Do you think there are any negative aspects about using computers? How often do you use the Internet? What do you like about the Internet? What do you dislike about the Internet?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
What will happen if…?
1. Ask the students what will or could happen if you spend all day using the Internet. Elicit replies and write a selection on the board. E.g. You will become unfit and lazy. You might lose your job. You will not have time to see your friends. 
2. Now write “Cause” and “Effect” on the board.
Ask the students what the cause is in this situation, and write their reply under “Cause.” Ask the class which category their answers to your first question should go. Write them under “Effect.”
E.g. 	CAUSE 				EFFECT 
	Using the Internet all day	Become unfit
					Lazy
					Lose job
					No time to see friends
3. Next, take one of the effects and write it under the “Cause” column. Ask the students what could be an effect of this new cause. Write their ideas under “Effects.”
E.g. 	 Lose job			Have no money
					Have nowhere to live
4. Write one of the effects under “Cause” and have them work with a partner to think of further effects. 
E.g. 	Have no money
Again, they should move one of the effects to “Cause” and think of further effects. 
5. After a set amount of time, ask the class to share their ideas.

Sample Conversation:
S1: Have no money. If you have no money, you can’t buy new clothes.
S2: Also, maybe you can’t buy enough food, so you will be hungry.
S1: Yes, and you can’t pay for a home to live in.
S2: Ok, next cause. Let’s choose ‘hungry.’
S1: So, if you are hungry, you can’t think well. 
S2: Yes, if you are a student you can’t study well.
S1: So if you can’t study well, the result will be failing your exams. 
S2:…

Extension Activity: Writing
Activity 1
Take the causes and effects from the Language Focus Extension activity above and have the students write them as sentences using discourse markers. If your students need additional support, write the following on the board for guidance:
so
furthermore
consequently
therefore
as a result
however
Sample writing
If I use the Internet all day, I will become lazy. Consequently, I will also become unfit. If I use the Internet all day, I will have no time to see friends. Because I have no time to see friends, I will be lonely. As a result of being lonely, I might do more Internet chatting. However, I might meet bad people through Internet chatting. 	

Activity 2
If you didn’t use the Language Extension activity, provide your students with an imaginary situation, such as “I slipped on a banana skin,” and have them think of possible consequences of that situation. Have the students write 4-5 sentences about the effects for the situation. 
Sample writing
I slipped on a banana skin. As a result, I broke my leg. Because I broke my leg, I couldn’t walk to school. Consequently, my mom had to take me to school by car. Because I went by car, my friends were all envious.  Because of this, I asked my mom if my best friend could come in the car with us. My mom agreed, so for two weeks my best friend and I went to school by car. It was great, especially on rainy days.
