	n.
	a subject that studies the past events

	n.
	classes at school in which children do exercise and learn to play sport
	PE is essential for students because it helps them become healthy.

	science
	n.
	a subject that is studied using scientific methods
	Chemistry and physics are kinds of sciences.

	math
	n.
	the study of numbers, shapes, and space
	I like math because I’m interested in numbers.

	music
	n.
	the study of tones, sounds, and musical instruments
	I don’t like to sing in front of others, so I hate music classes.

	English
	n.
	a subject that studies English language, literature, and writing
	I study English hard because I want to live abroad when I grow up.
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	chameleon
	n.
	a lizard that changes skin color 
	I like the chameleon because it is so colorful.

	intelligent
	adj.
	showing intelligence, or able to learn and understand things easily
	Human is still more intelligent than the cleverest robot.

	hunt
	v.
	to chase and try to catch and kill an animal
	Some animals hunt at night.

	octopus
	n.
	a sea creature with a soft, oval body and eight arms
	The octopus also has three hearts.

	dolphin
	n.
	a sea mammal that is large, smooth, and grey, with a long, pointed mouth
	Dolphins are one of the most intelligent animal.

	tool
	n.
	a piece of equipment that you use with your hands to make or repair something
	A hammer is a simple tool.
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	fever
	n.
	a condition in which the body temperature is higher than usual 
	He’s got a headache and a slight fever.

	tired
	adj.
	in need of rest or sleep
	I was so tired when I got home from work last night.

	stomach flu
	n.
	an illness affecting the stomach and bowels that causes vomiting and diarrhea
	Swimming in water high in bacteria can cause stomach flu.

	not hungry
	adj.
	not wanting or needing food
	I’m not hungry right now. I had a late lunch.

	weak
	adj.
	not physically strong
	You feel weak if you don’t eat properly for days.

	cough
	v.
	to force air out of your lungs through your throat with a short, loud sound
	The smoke made me cough.
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	performer
	n.
	a person who entertains people by acting, singing, dancing, or playing music
	All the performers singing on stage together.

	cheer for
	phr.
	to give a loud shout of approval or encouragement
	He cheers for the other side.

	clap
	v.
	to make a short loud noise by hitting your hands together
	The audience clapped and cheered when she stood up to speak.

	front row
	n.
	the seats closest to the stage
	I got a front row seat.

	backstage
	n.
	the area behind the stage 
	We went backstage after the show to meet the actors.

	score
	v.
	to win or get a point, goal, etc. in a competition, sport, game, or test
	She scored 18 out of 20 in the spelling test.
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	league
	n.
	a group of teams playing a sport who take part in competitions between each other
	Who do you think will win the league championship this year?

	successful
	adj.
	achieving the results wanted or hoped for
	My second attempt at making bread was a little more successful.

	autograph
	n.
	a signature, especially of a famous person
	Did you get his autograph?

	tournament
	n.
	a competition involving many competitors in a single sport or game
	This tennis tournament is open to both amateurs and professionals.

	athlete
	n.
	a person who is very good at sports or physical exercise
	He became a professional athlete at the age of 16.

	generous
	adj.
	willing to give money, help, kindness, etc.
	She’s a generous person, who donates a lot of money to charity.
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	polite
	adj.
	having or showing good manners or respect for other people
	I’m afraid I wasn’t very polite to her.

	friendly
	adj.
	behaving in a pleasant, kind way to towards someone
	Our neighbors have always been very friendly to us.

	look after
	phr.
	to take care of or be in charge of something
	They hired a babysitter to look after the children.

	share
	v.
	to divide food, money, goods, etc. 
	Will you share your sandwich with me?

	clean up
	phr.
	to make a place clean and tidy
	We stayed late to help them clean up.

	cheer up
	phr.
	to become happier or to make (someone) happier
	He is kind and he always cheers up people.
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	port
	n.
	a town by the sea or by a river that has a harbor, or the harbor itself
	We had a good view of all the ships coming into port.

	shopping center
	n.
	a group of stores with a common area for cars to park
	I bought this shirt from the shopping center. 

	architecture
	n.
	the art and practice of designing and making buildings
	The modern architecture is very well integrated with the old.

	go on a tour
	phr.
	to visit a place for pleasure, especially as holiday
	They will go on a tour to South America.

	temple
	n.
	a building used for the worship of a god or gods in some religions
	This temple is a place of great holiness.

	take a picture
	phr.
	to make a photograph of someone or something
	I will take pictures of the tallest building in the world.
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	library
	n.
	a building that has a collection, especially of books, for people to read or borrow
	I borrowed the book from the school library.

	atmosphere
	n.
	the character, feeling, or mood of a place or situation
	The news created an atmosphere of fear.

	relaxing
	adj.
	making you feel relaxed
	I find swimming so relaxing.

	amusement park
	n.
	a place where people can go to enjoy games, rides, and other activities
	We had a lot of fun at the amusement park.

	quiet
	adj.
	making a very little noisy
	Could you keep quiet while I’m on the phone, please?

	crowded
	adj.
	filled with too many people or things
	As Christmas gets closer, the shops get more crowded.
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
