	He turned to the cash register and began to pull money.

	grocery store
	n.
	a store where food and small items for the house are sold
	People are shopping for food at the grocery store.

	cashier
	n.
	a person whose job is to receive and pay out money in a shop, bank, restaurant, etc.
	You can pay the cashier at the front.

	a bunch of
	phr.
	a number of things
	There are a bunch of sweet-smelling flowers.

	dish
	n.
	food prepared in a particular way as part of a meal
	This restaurant is famous for fish dishes.

	convenience store
	n.
	a shop that sells food, drinks, etc. and is usually open until late
	We can buy some snacks at night at the convenience store.
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	modern
	adj.
	designed and made using the most recent ideas and methods
	Do you study classical ballet or modern ballet?

	in common
	phr.
	shared together
	She’s very nice, but we have nothing in common.

	attract
	v.
	to pull or draw someone or something towards them
	The circus attracts huge crowds.

	similarity
	n.
	the fact that people or things look or are the same
	I can see the similarity between you and your mother.

	million
	n.
	the number of 1,000,000
	The city has a population of almost a million.

	landmark
	n.
	a building or place that is easily recognized or important
	The city has many famous landmarks, including Big Ben.

	visitor
	n.
	someone who visits a person or place
	My mother’s having visitors to stay next week.

	museum
	n.
	a building where objects of historical, scientific, or artistic interest are kept
	The museum is full of precious treasures.
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	country
	n.
	an area of land that has its own government, army, etc.
	What is the largest country in Europe?

	geography
	n.
	an area of study that deals with the location of countries, rivers, mountains, etc.
	The map shows the geography of Australia.

	mixed
	adj.
	including many different types of people or things
	She has a very mixed group of friends.

	mild
	adj.
	gentle and calm
	We’ve had a mild weather this year.

	national
	adj.
	relating to all parts of a nation 
	I am too young to vote in the national election.

	population
	n.
	all the people living in a particular country, area, or a place
	Ten percent of the population lived in poverty.

	climate
	n.
	the general weather conditions usually found in a particular place
	The climate is cooler in the east of the country.

	difference
	n.
	the way in which two or more things are not the same
	Is there any difference between these two items?
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	make a line
	phr.
	stand in a line
	Let’s make a line together.

	lose
	v.
	to fail to succeed in a game, competition, etc.
	If we lose this game, we’re out of the championship.

	be over
	phr.
	having reached the end
	Before we knew it, the storm was over.

	straight line
	n.
	a long, thin mark which is continuing in one direction
	Draw a straight line on the paper.

	apart
	adv.
	separated by a distance or by time
	Stand with your feet wide apart.

	take turns
	phr.
	to do the same thing, one after the other
	The kids take turns on the swing.

	leader
	n.
	a person in control of a group, country, or situation
	We asked him to stay on as youth leader for another year.

	fall
	v.
	to suddenly go down onto or towards the ground 
	He fell badly and broke his leg.
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	ingredient
	n.
	a food that is used with other foods in the preparation of a particular dish
	He created a wonderful meal from very few ingredients.

	a tablespoon of
	phr.
	the amount that a tablespoon will hold at once
	She put a tablespoon of sugar in her coffee.

	a pinch of
	phr.
	the amount that can be held between your finger and thumb
	Add a pinch of salt and pepper over the shrimp.

	1 cup
	n.
	a unit equal to half a pint
	Add flour and 1 cup of water and mix well.

	cut
	v.
	to break, divide or make something smaller, using a sharp tool
	He cut the cake into six pieces to give each child.

	measuring cup
	n.
	a container used for measuring liquids or other foods
	We need a measuring cup to make a perfect cake.

	recipe
	n.
	a set of instructions telling you how to prepare and cook food, including a list of ingredients 
	I never follow recipes exactly when I cook.

	mix together
	phr.
	to combine together so the thing cannot easily be separated 
	In separate bowl, mix together remaining ingredients.
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	laugh at
	phr.
	to show that you think someone or something is stupid
	She thinks people will laugh at her if she sings.

	get good grades
	phr.
	get a high measurement on school performances
	They tried to get good grades and studied hard.

	calm down
	phr.
	to stop feeling upset, angry, or excited, or to stop someone feeling this way
	It took me an hour to calm down after the argument.

	have a fight
	phr.
	to use physical for to defeat another person or people
	Do you often have a fight with your friends?

	project
	n.
	a study of a particular subject done over a period of time
	He’s doing a class project on pollution.

	imagine
	v.
	to think that something exists or is true, although in fact it is not real or true
	She imagined herself sitting in her favorite chair back home. 

	advice
	n.
	an opinion that someone offers you about what you should do 
	I decided to follow her advice and go to bed early.

	center of attention
	phr.
	the thing or person that a lot of people notice
	He just loves to be the center of attention.
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	gain weight
	phr.
	become heavier
	I don’t gain weight easily. 

	open
	v.
	to start operating
	She opens her coffee shop on January.

	unhealthy
	adj.
	harmful to your health
	It’s unhealthy to eat fatty foods all the time.

	get worse
	phr.
	to become more ill, or to become a more severe condition
	My cold seems to be getting worse.

	exercise
	v.
	to do physical activities to make your body strong and healthy
	She exercises most evenings usually by running.

	realize
	v.
	to become aware of a situation
	He realized the store would be closing in a few minutes.

	soda
	n.
	any type of sweet drink with bubbles that is not alcoholic
	I ordered fries and a soda.

	concentrate
	v.
	to direct your attention towards a particular activity, subject, or problem
	I can’t concentrate on my work with all that noise.
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
